acquire and demolish blighted buildings in Westwood. After our
highly successful project last year that got rid of 4 blighted apart-
ment buildings, we now have the funding to expand the program.
Wait- it gets better. Council is now considering, and is ex-
pected to approve an additional $750,000! in TIF (Tax Increment
Financing) money to go after even more blight. That means we
should soon have a Million Dollars to take a serious bite out of
the blight. As we did last year, we intend to ask the city to rezone
the properties to Single Family which will help us improve the
percentage of owner-occupied single family homes in Westwood.

The Montana Avenue improvement project is still on hold until
the city department of Transportation and Engineering completes
their study of the “Road Diet” concept that we recommended to
them. They are working on bringing in an expert on the subject
to address the neighborhood. Stay tuned...
