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The City of Cincinnati, Department of
Transportation and Engineering in-
vites you to an Open House to help
evaluate alternatives to improve traffic
safety along Montana Avenue. Each
alternative has some impact on resi-
dents, businesses, motorists, pedes-
trians, and on-street parking, so your
participation is very important.

As many of you may know, the City is
trying to reduce crashes, injuries, and
fatalities along Montana Avenue be-
tween Boudinot Avenue and Farrell
Drive. This 1.8-mile section of Mon-
tana Avenue does not meet modern
design standards, which contributes
to the accident problems.

Based on community concerns over
the project's impact on the residential
character of Montana Avenue, the
City is presenting additional alterna-
tives. These alternatives will have dif-
ferent impacts on adjacent property,
driveway access, traffic flow on Mon-
tana Avenue and nearby streets, on-

street parking, pedestrian use, and
trees.

Your input is very important to us. So
please attend, participate, and help us
make Montana Avenue a safer road-
way and Westwood a better place to
live.
