We can remain civil and ask gquestions, share opinions, and
help with the investigation. Who knows where this might go? We need to keep exploring new ideas, and
|| searching for better ways to secure the future of this waonderful neighborhood. But don't worry, no one is
(trying to drag your neighborhood in a direction you don't want it to go, and nothing will change unless there
is approval of the majority of the neighborhood. And either way, we will still be the “Capital Of The West
1 Side". Let's talk about it, and see where it goes.
