The City of Cincinnati will imple-
ment the Neighborhood En-

hancement Program (NEP) for the
second year in 2008 in the communities
of Clifton Heights/ University Heights/
Fairview (CUF), Westwood, and Evans-
ton.

The program, begun in 2007, brings to-
gether city staff and neighborhood part-
ners for 90 days to focus and integrate
services and community redevelopment
efforts to jumpstart improvements to the
quality of life for residents and busi-
nesses. For 2008, the program is also
launching a volunteer and donation
component to help increase the pro-
gram’s effectiveness.

In 2008 the City will partner with U.S.
Bank for people to donate money and
time to help the quality of life in the
city. The partnership recognizes that
